Mathew 22:41-45  “While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked …  
     What think ye of Christ? whose son is he? They say unto him, [The son] of  
     David. He saith unto them, How then doth David in Spirit call him Lord, saying,   
     The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine  
     enemies thy footstool?     (see Ps. 110:1) If David then call him Lord, how is he his son?”   
 
John 4:25,26  “The woman saith unto Him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ:      
      when he is come, He will tell us all things. Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am    
     [He].” 
 
Rev.22:16  “I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the     
      root [and] the offspring of David, [and] the bright and morning star.” 
 
Math. 16:13-17  “ … He asked his disciples, ..Whom do men say that I the Son of man am?   
       But whom say ye that I am?   And Simon Peter answered … Thou art the Christ, the Son of  
       the living God. ..  flesh and blood hath not revealed [it] unto thee, but My Father which is in  
       heaven.”
